Make a call between two public numbers

The example below demonstrates how you can use Unified API to connect two public numbers, not registered with VoipNow. It uses the Create Simple
PhoneCalls request.

Make a Sandbox call

Unified API can be tested using the Sandbox numbers. The example below uses the Create Simple PhoneCalls request to make the call.

The example below demonstrates how you can use Unified API to park a party of an ongoing phone call. It uses the Park PhoneCalls request.

Transfer a call to a public number

The example below demonstrates how you can use Unified API to transfer a call to a public number, not registered with VoipNow. It uses the Transfer
PhoneCalls request.

Record an ongoing conversation

The example below demonstrates how you can use Unified API to record an ongoing conversation. This action is possible for phone numbers that are
registered with VoipNow. The recording is saved in the wav format and uses the StartRecording PhoneCalls request.
